	Course Description

	Advanced Placement Chemistry is a college level chemistry course in which the general concepts, equations and principles learned in high school chemistry are further explored and are applied to new concepts.  This class is the equivalent of general chemistry in college.  More intense laboratory experiences, advanced mathematical manipulation of equations, extensive research, and independent study of material are all a part of this class’ requirements.  Pacing is very fast as that the number of topics covered is double the regular chemistry course.  The students will be given the option to take the AP Chemistry Exam on May 5, 2014.

	Course Objectives

	Students should attain a depth of understanding of fundamentals and a reasonable competence in dealing with chemical problems. The course will contribute to the development of the students' abilities to think clearly and to express their ideas, orally and in writing, with clarity and logic. This college-level course places heavy emphasis on chemical calculations and the mathematical formulation of principles and intense laboratory work. The laboratory experience will be the equivalent to that of a typical college course.  

	Required Texts and Other Supplies

	Assignments

	Major Assessments
· Major Assessments will be given at the end of each unit.  These will be evaluated to ensure independent mastery of all objectives.  A final exam will be given at the end of the semester and will cover all information learned up to that point.  
Labs

· Performance assessments and labs, which are hands-on and student-run experiments, will be given in every unit to aid in understanding the information and preparing for the AP Exam.  Maintenance of a detailed lab notebook is also required.
Daily Work
· Daily Assignments will include warm-ups, class work, and homework.  They will also include released AP exam questions. These will be used to determine where a student may need further assistance and to serve as milestones of understanding toward passing major assessments.
Minor Assessments
· Concept checks will be given at least once a week.  These are open note quizzes that will examine the students on the knowledge gained from viewing the at-home lectures, powerpoints, and book readings. Furthermore, there will be quizzes to assess the application of content practiced and discussed in-class.  
Class Participation 

· Class participation is required during class discussions, practice, review, labs, and work to be done on the class website.  It is essential to understanding the subject matter.  It provides the teacher with immediate data of what the student does and does not know and allows for necessary changes in order to make sure that each student understands the topic.
Late Work

· If absent, the student must find out what work was missed.  If a lab is completed on a day the student is absent, the student will make up the lab through virtual labs or other applicable assignments.  Any work that is not turned in on the deadline will receive a 30% grade deduction.
